Call for Doctoral Students to Submit Proposals

This year, we again encourage doctoral students to submit paper proposals for the fall conference program. Edward Pajak is coordinating the effort to award up to three Arthur Blumberg Scholarships. The scholarships will cover the cost of the conference registration and a small additional stipend for other expenses. Professors whose doctoral students are submitting proposals are asked to work with these students to develop their proposals and to seek funding within their own institutions (e.g., at the departmental, college, university levels) to help defray other costs associated with attending the conference.

Please encourage your doctoral students to submit a proposal and to follow the procedures outlined under “Submitting a Proposal.” To be considered for the award, the proposal and paper must explicitly relate to the field of supervision in education as evidenced by topic and citation of relevant literature.
