The theme for the 2007 Annual Fall Conference of COPIS is “Supervision and Student Achievement: Can We Make the Connection?”
The conference will focus on scholarly issues in instructional supervision related to student achievement as well as address special interests of practitioners. Paper proposals should address: (1) critical issues related to this theme, (2) research project reports, (3) reports of field experiences, and/or think/philosophical pieces.
There are three important dates to keep in mind to ensure that the fall 2007 COPIS Conference is a success. 
· The first date is August 27, 2007 – Last time to submit a proposal
· The second date is September 10, 2007 – Time by which all those who submit a proposal will be notified of acceptance

· The third date is October 8, 2007 – Date by which papers are to be submitted 
The first date is important so that the proposals may be reviewed and authors notified of acceptance. The paper submission deadline (Oct. 8) is important because we will electronically distribute the papers prior to the conference, so that we can spend more time in dialogue during the conference. So we hope you will read the papers before the conference and come prepared for discussion. We will then compile these proceedings and post them for the membership on the COPIS web site. 

Submitting a Proposal

Proposals will be “blind reviewed” by a minimum of two reviewers. Proposals are to be electronically submitted as a Microsoft Word attachment by August 27, 2007 to mknoll1130@aol.com – Dr. Marcia Knoll, who is serving as Program Chair.  Please title the attached file with your last name using this format – NAME.proposalCOPIS07.doc. Receipt will be acknowledged.

The first page of your proposal should include your title, name, affiliation, phone, and email. The remaining pages should not include this information to be suitable for blind review. The proposal should include:

1. objectives or purpose;

2. perspective (s) or theoretical framework;

3. methods, techniques, or modes of inquiry;

4. data sources or evidence;

5. results and/or conclusions/point of view; and

6. educational importance of the study.

We encourage action research/case study proposals from practitioners!
